STUDENT EXCHANGE AGREEMENT

By signing this Agreement, XXX University (XU) and University of Gothenburg (U of G) agree to establish a student exchange program through which each institution’s students may study at the other institution on the undergraduate/graduate level for a period of a semester or year. Student exchanges will take place on a reciprocal basis where tuition and tuition related fees are waived by the host university.
The exchange will not be restricted to any specific field of study. However, individual schools, faculties and departments may enter into separate exchange agreements which will be signed by appropriate officers of the units and will specify details of the cooperation.
XU and U of G will support the activities of the educational partnership for the mutual interests of both institutions, in accord with the terms and conditions set forth below.

1.
Definitions

In this Agreement, home university shall mean the university from which the student will depart; host university shall mean the university which receives the exchange student.

2.
Number of Students and Period of Exchange

The exchange will be limited to one (1) student per year (or 2 students for one semester each) from each of the two universities. The number of students from each university will not necessarily be equal in any given year, but the exchange should achieve a balance in terms of exchange semesters over the term of this agreement. For the purpose of balancing the number of students and exchange periods, one academic year at U of G and at XU shall be considered equivalent. 
3.
Admission and Course of Study

Qualified candidates for exchange studies will be selected by their home university and their applications will be sent to the host university following each institution’s instructions about standard procedures and timetable for the admissions process.  Both institutions will regularly and in a timely manner send to each other the necessary information and material concerning their application procedures, admissions criteria, rules, compulsory fees (if any), the number of available exchange places, and courses or academic areas with restricted admission. 
The program of each student will be determined by the student in consultation with the course advisor at the home university, and depends on approval from the host university. The host university reserves the right to restrict access to limited enrolment courses and programs but will provide individual assistance in selecting appropriate courses. The admission of students will be at the discretion of the host institution. 
4.
Registration, Fees and Governance

Students will remain enrolled as regular degree candidates at their home institution and will attend the host institution on a full-time basis as visiting, non degree exchange students. At XU, students from U of G will be registered as "Visiting Exchange Students". At U of G, students from XU will be registered as “Incoming Exchange Students”. Exchange students will have the same access to all services and facilities as other students at each institution, e.g. libraries, tutoring, technology, recreation, social and cultural activities.  
Tuition fees and tuition related fees are waived by the host university. Exchange students will register and pay tuition fee (if any) at their home university. Additional charges normally paid by domestic students will be the responsibility of the exchange student. 

Exchange students will be governed by the rules and regulations of the host university.

5.
Student Payments
Students will be responsible for all their personal expenses, such as the cost of international travel, visa and passport, travels in the host country, housing, medical and other insurance, books and other supplies and subsistence. 

The Swedish State's insurance (“Student Ut”) by the Swedish Legal, Financial and Administrative Service Agency (Kammarkollegiet) will provide insurance coverage for U of G students at the host university. At U of G, incoming exchange students will be entitled to the Swedish State's Insurance for Foreign Students in Sweden 
("Student In").
6. 
Housing

Both institutions will to the best of their abilities assist students to obtain suitable living accommodations. 
7.
Academic Certification

The official transcript record of each exchange student's academic performance at the host university will be sent directly to the home  in a timely manner, in accordance with its prior instructions. If requested by the other institution, each will provide supporting documents relevant to the student’s courses of study, including course descriptions and available course syllabi. The final determination of such transferability will, however, remain with students’ home institutions.
8.
Commitment to Equal Opportunity

Both universities subscribe to the principle of equal opportunity and do not discriminate on the basis of age, sex, sexual orientation, family status, race, ethnicity, color, national origin, religion, creed or disability.

8.
Period of Agreement

This agreement is valid from the date of its signing by both parties and shall be in effect for 5 years. It will thereafter be automatically extended for one year at a time, unless cancelled by either party in writing at least six months prior to its expiration. It may be revised or modified at any time by mutual consent.

Students who have been admitted to either university at the date of termination may complete their courses of study as planned.
