The University of Gothenburg and Tokyo Gakugei University confirm that the Academic
Exchange Agreement signed on October 4, 2000 will be extended from October 4, 2010.

On this occasion, we mutually agree to revise the Academic Exchange Agreement

between the University of Gothenburg and Tokyo Gakugei University as follows.

Current Article V, “This agreement shall be effective for five years from the day of
conclusion. It is also understood that the agreement shall be renewed automatically for
another five years unless there is a written notice of its termination from either

institution six months before the due date.”

After revised, “This Agreement shall be efféctive and valid for five (5) years from the
date of signing. This Agreement shall remain in force for further period(s) of five (5)
years each by mutual consent in writing signed by duly authorized and empowered
representatives; provided that either Institution gives the other Institution notice of its
intention to renew this Agreement at least six (6) months-prior to the expiration of this
Agreement; unless after the initial term of five (5) years, either Institution gives the

other Institution a six (6) months prior written notice of termination of this Agreement.”

In this writing, all the Articles in this Agreement, including those concerning the

exchange of students, shall remain in force until October 3, 2015.
