Is the Fashion Industry Taking Responsibility?
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Fashion has become cheaper over time, but at what cost? The drive for low production costs often leads to
poor working conditions and environmental harm, especially in countries with weak labor protections. The
rise of fast fashion has also contributed to massive textile waste, with discarded clothes filling landfills and
polluting ecosystems. While many Swedish fashion companies have increased their focus on social and
environmental responsibility over the past two decades, is real progress being made?

Are working conditions improving, or is sustainability just a convenient label masking deeper issues? What
responsibility do fashion companies have for the factories producing their clothes and the waste they
generate? And what role do we, as consumers and citizens, play in this system? This session will explore
these critical questions through discussions with industry representatives and experts.

Under en interaktiv forelasning far deltagarna sjalva reflektera och diskutera dessa fragor
tillsammans med passets talare Tommy Jensen och Asa Wettergren.
