Ocean Law Group ar en samhallsorienterad forskningsmiljé vid Juridiska institutionen,
dar fokus ligger pa att mota aktuella utmaningar i samhallet snarare dn att folja
traditionella juridiska Amnesindelningar. Gruppen arbetar med fragor som rér hur
manniskans relation till haven kan bli hallbar — ekologiskt, ekonomiskt och socialt. Det
handlar om rittsliga och styrningsméssiga perspektiv pa bland annat sjofart,
energiutvinning till havs, exploatering av marina resurser och skydd av havsmiljoer.

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About OCEAN Law Group

TThe Ocean Law Group is a society-oriented research environment within the
Department of Law, where the focus lies on addressing contemporary societal challenges
rather than adhering to traditional legal subject divisions. The group engages with issues
related to making human interaction with the ocean sustainable — ecologically,
economically, and socially. This includes legal and governance perspectives on maritime
transport, offshore energy, marine resource exploitation, and marine conservation.

Research within the group is characterised by interdisciplinary collaboration, often
conducted in partnership with colleagues at the School of Business, Economics and Law,
the Centre for Sea and Society at the University of Gothenburg, and Chalmers University
of Technology. The University of Gothenburg has a strong marine collaboration
platform that spans local, national, and international arenas. Members of the Ocean Law
Group are actively involved in several networks, including the Swedish Institute for the
Marine Environment, the Maritime Cluster of West Sweden, and the Kristineberg Centre
for Marine Research and Innovation.

n 2023, a coordinator was recruited to the group to provide administrative support.

Nordic Maritime Law Gathering

In March 2023, the Ocean Law Group hosted the second Nordic Maritime Law
Gathering, bringing together master’s students from Helsinki, Oslo, and Gothenburg for
a joint training event. The aim was to provide students with the opportunity to meet,
exchange experiences, and build cross-border academic connections. The programme
included guest lectures by representatives from Stena and the Swedish Club.

During the event, students presented elements of their thesis projects and attended
sessions featuring ongoing doctoral research. The seminars also included discussions on
methodology, approaches to common law systems, and expectations for master’s theses
at Nordic universities.

Ocean Law Group Seminar Series

Since 2018, the Ocean Law Group has hosted a recurring seminar series where leading
researchers and professionals share their knowledge and experience on legal and
governance issues related to the ocean. The seminars aim to increase understanding of
the complex role of the ocean in society and how legal systems can support more
sustainable development.

The series has also reinforced the group's role as a platform for collaboration and
networking between researchers, students, and practitioners, both across the Nordic
region and internationally.

The funds from the donation have been used to support activities carried out by the
OCEAN Law Group at the Department of Law.

Claes Martinson has conducted research within a project on regulatory models and a
preliminary study on the risks of battery-induced fires on ships. Both are
interdisciplinary projects carried out in collaboration with researchers in marine
chemistry and strategy. In the former project, an article titled The Atmosphere as
Property is currently being published in a monograph by Edward Elgar Publishing.
Another article, The Odin Principles, is being published in a monograph on the Swedish
bond market. Work is ongoing on The Poseidon Principles Regulatory Model. For this
latter project, Martinson has received funding equivalent to 15% of full-time employment
for two years from the Transport Area of Advance. The second project — Electric Vehicles
in Maritime Transport — a RoRo/RoPax Dilemma? — has received funding from
Lighthouse.

Professor of Strategy Lars Huemer, based at BI Norwegian Business School in Oslo, has
been involved in the Poseidon project at 10% capacity since 1 January 2023. He has been
funded by the Torsten Pettersson Foundation.

Since September 2022, Ellen Eftestgl has been working as a visiting professor. She is also
a professor at BI in Oslo and is contributing to strengthening the Nordic approach to
maritime law and reinforcing institutional links. Her part-time position is funded

through the Torsten Pettersson donation.

Doctoral student David Jersenius was funded throughout 2028. His project on ships at
anchor received considerable attention during his project planning seminar. The
project’s relevance is underscored by the fact that, in 2028, the Swedish Maritime
Administration invited the Ocean Law Group and logistics colleagues at the School of
Business, Economics and Law to participate — as the sole university partner — in a major
research application on Smart Port Calls. The Port of Gothenburg and the Port of Lulea
are also involved in this project.

The Nordic Maritime Law Gathering, held for the second time and bringing together
maritime and transport law students from Helsinki, Oslo, and Gothenburg in
Gothenburg, was a success and is planned to return in 2024. Students from Stockholm
will also be invited. Funding for the 2023 event was provided by the Dispaschoren Kaj
Pineus Research Foundation.
